You will need to apply for a B 211 Social Visa which we recommend applying for at least 3 - 4 weeks before your start date due to 
the processing time. We recommend applying for this visa through your nearest Indonesian embassy. If your embassy does not issue 
this type of visa you can apply for it directly through the local team's visa agency partner Global Visa Agency Ubud, Bali. You will 
find their contact details on your checklist under the "Check border requirements to enter Bali" option once you have registered for 
the program.

The Registration Fee of US$329 secures your place and covers all our support and tools to arrange your participation and help get 
you prepared. Once you’ve paid this, we will upgrade your MyIVHQ account so you can start your online preparation and training. 
We have a step-by-step checklist for you to complete, with timely reminders so you don’t miss anything important.  

The Program Fee of US$767 will be due on October 14, 2023. This covers the cost of hosting you, including airport pick-up, 
orientation, in-country support, accommodation and meals  for the duration of your program. Three meals are provided Monday 
through Friday with only two meals on the weekend.  

Although our prices are in USD, you can choose to pay in more than 10 different currencies at the prevailing exchange rate. Please 
note, airfares are not included in your fees.

applicable;
4. Holders of an electronic temporary stay visa (eVisa) with a visa number ending in 'LN' are required to report


to the nearest immigration office within 30 (thirty) days from the date of entry to Indonesia to obtain a
Temporary Stay Permit (ITAS);


5. Holders of an electronic temporary stay visa (eVisa) with a visa number ending in 'DN' are required to
report to the nearest immigration office within 7 (seven) days from the date of visa issuance to obtain a
Temporary Stay Permit (ITAS);

Your Visa to enter Indonesia

Our program is a short-term program classified under a Social cultural Category since as a part of the 
program you will learn about the culture and traditions, Social engagement, travel, and explore the country. 
The visa appropriate for your program is B211A - Social Cultural Visa and it should be applied for and 
approved before you arrive in Bali. It is mandatory for all participants who join our programs to have this visa 
with them. Therefore, you must have a B211A Social Cultural Visa prior to arriving in Bali. More information 
on getting your visa is as follows. The standard visa application process takes 10-15 working days. The 
express service can complete the visa process in 5 -7 working days for a fee of 4,500,000.00 IDR.
